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Executive Summary

Institute of Social Policy conducted this assessment study in two drought
affected districts of Sindh and Balochistan namely Dadu and Khuzdar.
This assignment was assigned to ISP by Oxfam GB Islamabad. The
assessment was conducted with the support of Oxfam’s local partner
NGOs and with International NGOs in the month of May 2007. , The
assessment teams held discussions with local and national level NGOs,
relevant district departments, and with women and men in the affected
communities. Total 17 villages were visited in Dadu district and seven
villages were visited in Khuzdar district.

Dadu and Khuzdar both are scarcely populated districts and most of their
areas fall in the arid zone. The rain fall is low. Both the districts have been
facing shortage of rain fall since last one decade. The communities which
are most affected by the drought are remotely located with very poor
infrastructure regarding roads, water and sanitation, health and education.
The literacy rate, particularly, among women is quite low.

The livelihood of drought affected communities depends largely upon
subsistence agriculture and livestock. These two sectors depend upon rain
water as there is no irrigation system available. Therefore the shortfall in
rains disturbed the whole pattern of livelihood in these districts.

It was observed in the field that due to shortage of rains, water was scarcely

available and therefore agricultural activity was negligible, resulting in
very low produce of food and fodder. The grazing fields were dry in the
absence of rains. It had a very negative impact on the livestock. It was
revealed by the communities that a lot of livestock, goats, and cows had
died and some had been sold on throw away prices. The remaining stock
Is about one third of the normal stock. The production of milk which is
an important ingredient of food has also decreased. The result is insufficient
food with poor nutritious value. This is seriously affecting the health of
people, particularly of women who are the worst hit due to their relatively
disadvantageous status in the family and community.
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There is an acute shortage of water for domestic use as well. The water
sources in most of the surveyed communities are rain water ponds, small
streams, hand pumps or dug wells. Many of the ponds and streams which
were being used by human beings and animals together are drying up due
to extremely insufficient rains. The quality of such water is deteriorating
as the ratio of pollutants is increasing and the water is decreasing. The
water is clearly unfit for domestic use and in some cases even dangerous
for the livestock. This is badly affecting the health and lives of the people
and communities are getting sick by consuming such water. There is no
functional facility available for the treatment of the sick in the drought
affected areas. Women, due to overall malnutrition, coupled with the
drought like situation, are suffering more, as they have no choice, but to
perform all their tasks even when they are sick. The nearest doctor may
be as far as 10 hours of travel in some of the cases in district Khuzdar.

The district management of various departments has no resources or plans
to reach to these remote villages in the foreseeable future. In fact none of
the line agencies have resources or plans to reach out to these communities,
neither in normal times nor in drought emergencies. The communities
do not have any hopes of relief, so they do not approach the government
either.

The gender roles are very strictly divided between women and men. The
division is uneven and it is clearly to the disadvantage of women. The
women are overburdened and have less access and control of the resources.
The drought has hit them hard. Water fetching is women’s responsibility
and due to drought the normal sources of water are either dry or polluted
and it takes long hours to fetch water from far off sources. Nursing the
sick people is their responsibility and due to drought, bad quality water
and lesser food, more and more people are getting sick; hence they need
women’s time and efforts. Able bodied men may have migrated in search
of work leaving behind children and elderly people, again, increasing the
responsibility of women to take care all of them. In case of migration of
whole families to cities, women have to live in unhealthy congested slums
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without any protection, to which they are used to in their own communities.
In the given situation it is apparent from the mere visits of the areas that
women are extremely overburdened. Any new intervention has to be very
carefully designed so as to give some relief to them.

it is evident from the assessment findings that drought like conditions have
started to set in in Kachhu and Kohistan areas of Dadu and Jamshoro and
Kanjar Mari, Mulla, Sasool and Arrangi areas of Khuzdar district. It asks for
humanitarian response in selected areas. The most urgent and important need
is water for domestic use.

In case some interventions are proposed in the affected areas, Oxfam’s local

partners namely PDI, TRDP and SAFWCO in Khuzdar, Dadu and Jamshoro,
are capable of implementing the relief as well as development projects.

1. Introduction

1.1 — Background of the study

Drought is a recurring phenomenon in arid zone of Sind and Balochistan.
The persistent drought occurred in Pakistan during 1997-2001 and if
severity was much higher in Balochistan and Sindh. Two or three years
of continuous low rainfall coupled with a variety of economic, social and
political factors has had devastating effect on the lives of thousands of
people in Sindh and Balochistan. With the smaller population of the past
and larger holdings, most of farming families used to have reserve of fodder
to last beyond a year and a half. However the situation today is different.
They are not able to afford fodder, even with subsidy. The anecdotal
evidence suggests increasing trends of farmers abandoning their less
productive or aged cattle or marketing distress sales. The current and
previous droughts have resulted also in sizable out-migration of most of
either whole family or the able-bodied men in search of paid work, leaving
women, children and the aged men behind to fend for themselves.

The arid region is situated mainly in the Sindh and Balochistan provinces
of Pakistan. In both provinces some districts such as, Dadu district of
Sindh and Khuzdar district of Balochistan are severely affected. This
assessment is conducted in these two districts, (1) Kuhzdar Balochistan
and (2) Dadu Sindh.

In response to the reports of drought and drought-like condition, resulting
from lack of rain, Oxfam GB conducted a needs assessment in Dadu and
Kuhzdar in May 2006. The findings were of severe drought condition.
However, immediately after the assessment in July 2006, rain started. It
was expected that rains would break the drought spell. OGB kept a watching
brief in the two affected districts through its local partners. While the rain
provided temporary relief e.g. limited fodder to poor farmers, but the one
time rainfall did not change the basic drought conditions. Recent alerts
from local partner organizations have requested re-assessment of the
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situation. ISP was given the assignment to find out the situation.
The ISP team conducted this assessment mainly in Kachoo, (Dadu),
Kohistan,(Jamshoro) and Moola, Sasool and Kanjar Marri ( Khuzdar) area.

The Team consisted of professional researchers and was facilitated and
assisted by the local organizations, especially by TRDP in Dadu and
SAWFCO in Jamshoro and PDI in Khuzdar. Assessment team developed
different indicators with the help of previous reports. These indicators
were shared and improved in meeting with local partners. The team
members also met government officials and representatives of NGOs/CBOs
to know the situation of the area in terms of drought and to select a
representative sample of UCs and villages. The assessment was done from
8 to 12 May, 2007.

1.2 — Objectives of the study

@ To find out whether there is any drought situation in Khuzdar district
of Balochistan and Dadu, district of Sindh.
® To assess the capacity of local CBOs/NGOs.

1.3 — Methodology

The methodology used was a combination of qualitative research methods,
PRA techniques and review of secondary data and reports available on
drought situation from different sources.

Two orientation meetings were held with Oxfam GB on the Assessment
assignment in Islamabad. ISP team shared methodology and tools developed
for data collection from secondary sources and field survey with Oxfam
team. List of participants is attached as annex. I.

A semi structured questionnaire was designed for each category of key
informants from departments and community. (Annex: I1).

Meeting with Met department in Islamabad was conducted by ISP team.
Data of Khuzdar is attached as annex: I11.
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The field activity was conducted with the support of INGOs representatives
and local partners of Oxfam, TRDP and SAFWCO in Dadu (Sindh) and
PDI in Khuzdar (Balochistan). Following steps were followed by the field
teams for conducting study in district Dadu and Khuzdar.

One day Orientation meeting was conducted with INGOs and local
partners of Oxfam in respective districts. The objectives of the study,
methodology and tools of data collection were shared. On the basis of
discussions, villages were identified, field teams were formed and field
plan was prepared. List of participants, team members, sites selected for
survey. Detailed work plan and field plan are attached as annex no. 1V,
V and VI.

Meeting with NGO representatives both (men & women) was conducted
in district Khuzdar. Indicator and sample areas to be visited were finalized
in this meeting. (List of participants and field plan is attached as annex.V1I
a&h).

Meetings with officials in the following Government departments were
conducted regarding their understanding, preparedness and response to
drought, in both districts of (Dadu & Khuzdar only) Sindh and Balochistan.

The list of departments is as follow;

@ Agriculture

® Irrigation

@ District Food Department(Dadu only)

® Education

® Health

@ Livestock

® Meteorology department (Islamabad and Khuzdar)

The indicators used for collection of data from different sources were,

rainfall and water situation, agriculture and livestock situation, food,
health, education and fodder for livestock, migration trends and the market
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situation. During assessment visits gender was the main focus of the study.
Separate meetings were held with the women in affected communities to
know their situation.

Informants were identified by the local partners. Meetings and focus group
discussions were held with different community groups in the affected
villages. Meetings were separately held with men and women groups.
Transect walk in the villages was conducted in which team members,
including women, along with community people visited different locations
like Dug wells, Hand pumps, water ponds & streams, agricultural land
and livestock.

1.4 — Structure of Report

The Assessment Report comprises of six chapters. The first chapter is
about introduction, which includes background, purpose of the research
and details about the methodology and research tools used in the study.
second chapter describes the brief profiles of the areas of Dadu and
Khuzdar. In this chapter history of the areas, geographical information
and impact of past droughts on the communities is discussed. This chapter
also contains information regarding availability of water, food, health,
education, agriculture, livestock and fodder.

The next two chapters are about the findings of study. Findings of both
districts are stated separately. (Chapter three: Dadu & Chapter Four:
Khuzdar) Analysis of the information collected from government
departments at district level was made and their views about drought are
given also in these chapters.

The last part of both chapters gives an overview of the Oxfam local Partners
working in District Dadu and Khuzdar namely, TRDP (Dadu), SAWFCO

(Jamshoro) and PDI (Khuzdar) regarding their Capacities in response to
drought situation in both the districts.
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Chapter five is about the conclusion and recommendation to improve
situation in drought affected areas. Annexes are given at the end of the
report.
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2. Area Profiles

2.1 — District Dadu, Sindh

Dadu District has been divided into two districts Namely Dadu and
Jamshoro in 2006. According to 1998 census report the population of the
district Dadu is 1.7 millions. The rural urban ratio is 80:20 respectively.
Now Dadu has three Talukas namely, Mehr, KN Shah and Johi
Dadu district may be divided into three geographic zones, namely (i) the
Kohistan and Kachho area (ii) the barrage zone and (iii) the low land
Riverine area. All the three parts are very different from each other.
Kachho, in Sindhi language, means area that situate in the mountains.
Kachho is a very long belt of plain land in the armpit of range of Kheerthar
Mountains. It ranges from District Jacobabad to the largest sweet water
lake (in Asia) the Mnachar in district Dadu. In this way most of the
population of takluka Johi falls in Kachho area. The total area of Kachho
Is a little less than 343000acres. According to 1998 census the population
of Kachho is about 108766. The no. of men 57301 and women is 51465,
a ratio badly tilted towards men. Kachho area inhabitants about 52% of
total population of talka Johi.

The Mountainous part of Kachho is full of natural resources which include
different kinds of minerals and substances like cherloli, sang-e-murmur,
black stone, Jasper and Gypsum.

Generally Kachho is rain fed area and mostly agriculture depends on rainfall.
Ten torrential streams are the major source of cultivation. These streams
flow are dependent on the rain water of the range of Kherthar Mountain.
About 35% of the cultivated area depends on the water of these ten streams.
A majority of the population is attached to subsistance agriculture.

The soil of Kachho is very fertile and rich. On many occasions, people get

full crop with just one irrigation. The rest of 65% area is totally dependent
on direct rain.
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2.2 — District Khuzdar, Balochistan

Khuzdar is the third largest, district of Balochistan with an area of 35,380
sq. km and a population of 409,164 persons, according to the 1998 census.
Population density is 10.5, lower than the provincial average of 21 persons
and also much lower than country average of 166. It has 03 Tehsils and
05 sub-tehsils.

The district lies between 25° 43 and 28° 52 north latitudes and 65° 42
and 67° 29 east longitudes.

The District is among the most disadvantaged areas of Balochistan. Most
of the land is locked within rocky hills, leaving only little patches amenable
to agricultural activities in a few locations in Wadh and Baghbana Tehsils. The
main Quetta-Karachi highway passes through Khuzdar District, playing a
lifeline role by making access to the main towns possible.

This area is traditionally below the poverty line. Its food supply is not
sufficient due to low productivity of agriculture, scarce economic
opportunities and difficult access of remote area. Almost all food
requirements are met through market. The non-existence of roads has
contributed to the paucity of resources and their marketability. There is
overwhelming reliance on livestock. The population from this area is
generally very poor, with the majority of them living in remote areas and
managing only a subsistence livelihood.

The district which faced worst ever drought especially in its Arranji Sub
Tehsil in the year 2000 is once again facing the onslaught of the drought
due to lack of rains for the last two years. Arranji is once again under
serious threat and some other areas are also seriously affected by the current
drought situation. Those areas are Sasool, Kanjar Mori, and Moola.

During the year 2006, there were substantial rains in Pakistan. The rains

even brought floods in some areas of Balochistan and Sindh. However,
in Khuzdar district the rains were moderate and also it started late as
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compared to other areas. Therefore, the rainfall did not bring any big
change. One of the major benefits of the rainfall was the growth of wild
grass on the mountains which solved the problem of the fodder for the
livestock to some extent. However, unfortunately, majority of the livestock
had already died. The rains did not bring a significant change in the
agriculture crops. First, they were late and second the drought affected
communities so badly that it had no resources for land leveling, preparation
of recharge bunds on their lands to collect rain water for crop production.
They had no other inputs including agriculture seeds etc.
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3. Situation analysis of Dadu

3.1 - Findings from the field

The local partners in Dadu identified 8 Union Councils badly affected
by drought. All of these areas were visited by the assessment team. The
assessment team visited 17 villages in Dadu District out of them three are
now part of Jamshoro Distirct. Twenty meetings were conducted with
women groups and 17 meetings with men groups. In each group there
were about15 to 25 participants.

Assessment team also visited different locations for observation during
field visits. The information collected is being presented in the following
chapters.

3.1.1 - The situation of Water

Dadu district is situated in arid and semi arid zone of Pakistan, and
hence prone to drought. The people of Kohistan and Kachho are solely
dependent on rainwater, which recharges their ponds and wells.
Unfortunately Kachho and Kohistan have not received enough rainfall
since 1995.

As per information gathered in 1998 housing census, the facility of
piped water is available to 23% housing units. Use of hand pumps has
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been reported at 45%, while dug well as a source of drinking water is
available by 18% both in rural and urban areas. Ponds and unspecified
sources have been reported 12%, mainly in Kachho and Kohistan area.

In 50% of the area of Kachho the sub soil water is brackish therefore
people of those areas either store the rain water or torrential water in
ponds for their drinking purposes and other usage or fetch water from far
away dug wells. In brackish water belt people used to dig temporary wells
to get some sweet water for a short period. In sweet water area the water
table has fallen very low and many permanent wells have also dried up.

With scarcity of rainfall, ponds have not been refilled and the dug well
have turned to be brackish and poisonous. People drink water from
the same well and ponds where animals drink water and take bath, as
there is no other choice. According to community members this
situation has created many water borne diseases in the area.
In Kachho and Kohistan the water sources usually are very far away
and mainly women perform this duty and they have to fetch water
from far off places. It was evident during the assessment that most of
the time of women is spent in water fetching. This has increased the
work load of women manifolds.

Agriculture of the area has been badly affected due to shortage of

water. It was stated by the communities that they have had no crops
since many years. They stated that the land of the area is very fertile
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but due to unavailability of water the vast area of the district has
become uncultivated.

This situation has badly affected the livestock of the area which is the
major source of income of the people of the area. People of the area
told that many goats have died while peeping into well in search of
water and they fell into it.

Water situation can be categorized in the following manner as shown
in the table below:

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3.1.2 - Agriculture

The Kachho area is situated in arid zone of Sindh and consists of vast
barren land. This area solely depends on rain for agriculture as there
is no irrigation system. The main crops of the area are Jawar and Bajra
which are somewhat drought resistant crops. Wheat is cultivated only
on small scale as it needs more water. People told that they used to
buy wheat or flour from market in exchange of their own crops or
through cash. This year in some areas they cultivated wheat due to
previous year’s rainfall but the yield was lower than the normal period.

It was found during the field visits that in Kachoo area about 40% of
interviewed people owned their land but they got very low production
due to non-availability of water. They mainly work in barrage areas on
other people’s lands in harvesting season and earn their livelihood.
Mainly agriculture is done by men but women also participate in different
activities.

The assessment of food security and livelihood
in drought prone areas of Sindh & Balochistan

“We can grow good crops in time if water is available”

Shokat Ali, a daily wager is
a victim of the present
drought situation in his village.
He is 30, lives in village
called Ghulam Ali Bhand of
union council Yar Mohd
Kalhoro, District Dadu.
Shokat sorrowfully said, “We
are in great difficulty at the
moment because of the
drought conditions and scarcity of water in our village. Recently | had to
sell off my two goats in just Rs. 4000/- (for the price of one goat) because
there is no fodder and water available for the animals. One cow and one
buffalo are left. Shokat added, “the milk production of cow has decreased.

Shokat is very much disturbed because he has to migrate to the barrage
area with his family and doesn’t know how he would survive there. He
says sadly, “l am feeling very bad to leave my own home. | am going to
be split up soon from my parents because they are too old to go with me”.
He added, “But | have no other choice. Shokat has eight family members
to support, that includes his four children his wife, and father and mother.
He has no land of his own. He is a share cropper.

He said, “| took loan from the Khushali' Bank in May 2006 amounting to
Rs.1, 3000/ and bought some livestock. By April 2007 | had to return the
amount to the bank but failed and as such the interest of bank is increasing.
He said, “I have no other way out but to migrate in search of work.

Shokat concluded, “I am very much afraid, if it doesn’t rain in June and
July this year, | will not be able to grow crops. My family will be in trouble
even more. If we have ground water or canal water source, our crops
production would increase and then we can get work here in the field.”
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3.1.3 - Livestock situation

Live stock is part of agro-based economy of any area. Particularly in
Kachho and Kohistan people keep herds of livestock. It is a major
source of livelihood for people in the research area. The main livestock
includes goats and cows. In some areas people own camels as well. It
was found during the visit of the area that almost all households own
some livestock.

Long drought period has affected not only the overall quantity of
domestic animals but also their health. Livestock also suffered in
absence of veterinary facilities and lack of appropriate fodder. During
the field visits to Kachho and Kohistan area assessment team found
that the situation of livestock is deteriorating due to lack of water &
fodder. Water was scarce and green fodder was nowhere to be seen in
the vast barren lands of Kachho. According to communities 75%
fodder in Kachho and Kohistan area come from wild grass field which
has decreased significantly in last few years.

It was revealed during community meetings that the production of
livestock had fallen dramatically in recent years due to drought. The
prices of livestock had also fallen significantly.

Following is the summary of discussion with community groups about

their livestock.

— There is severe shortage of water and fodder for livestock in some
parts of Kachho area.

— The milk production has considerably reduced in the previous few
months due to shortage of water and fodder.

— The prices of livestock have been considerably decreased in previous
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few months and the normal price of a cow which is 20-30 thousand in
normal year is now just 10-12 thousand. Similar is the case with goats.

— Many goats have died due to drinking filthy water from ponds and
due to lack of food. Thousands of livestock had been shifted to
barrage area and sold out on throw away prices.

3.1.4 - Food

The food security situation in the area was worsening as the people
were left with only one month of food. It was observed that they had
already reduced their food intake.

Shortage of food has affected women and children badly. It was
observed during community meetings that women and children were
suffering from malnutrition. The normal diet of the people of the area
was wheat bread with lasee (yogurt drink) and lentil & vegetable curry.
When wheat is not available they make bread of Jawar. It is observed
in the field that poor families were already eating Jawar bread which
is not their regular food in normal years. They can hardly afford meat
other than special occasions, such as Eid festivals or a marriage ceremony.
Goat milk is also part of their regular diet but the production of goat
milk has already decreased. This situation has puts women and girls
in disadvantage position because Women and girls are the last to eat
or drink. They hardly get any milk, particularly when the livestock is
reduced to about one third of usual number.

3.1.5 - Sanitation, Health & Hygiene.

The general health conditions in Kachoo area were very depressing.
There were no health facilities in the whole Kachoo area. BHUs
established in the area were not functional. It was found during the
visits of these areas that many diseases like Gastro, Hepatitis, Lashmenia
(a skin disease) have erupted in the area.

It was revealed during community meetings with women that many
women died during pregnancy due to lack of trained TBAs and lady
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doctors. The general heath conditions of
women were not good. It was also found
during the meeting with women groups that
multiple miscarriages are a serious problem.

Sanitation system was absent throughout
Kachoo and Kohistan area. There was no
concept of bathrooms. People did not have
the awareness regarding health and hygiene.
Washing hands is rare. Animals and human
were sharing the same place in the house.
The situation in terms of health can be
summarized in the following way.

— General health conditions of the people
were not good.
— General diseases were unknown fever, gastro, leshmenia and TB.
— Women and children were suffering from malnutrition.
— No government organization has provided any medical assistance.
— People said that there was an imminent health crisis looming over
the population of some villages of spreading of Hepatitis virus

3.1.6 - Market situation

The vast Kachoo area is spread over in three Talukas of Dadu District
namely, Mehar, K.N Shah and Johi. There were no big markets in
Kachoo area and people used to go to nearby towns for purchasing
different food stuff and other household items.

The nearest market of Taluka Mehar is Fareedabad which is about 20
km away from the affected communities. This is the same situation of
the communities of other Talukas of KN Shah and Johi. There were
no paved roads to the remote villages and it takes almost two to three hours
walk to reach nearby towns. Villagers used to go to these markets for buying
flour or grains and other basic items. Some of the prices of essentials are:
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Rice: Rs. 18-22/ kg Meat ((Beef) Rs.110/kg
Flour: Rs. 12-14/kg Mutton: Rs. 200/kg
Milk: Rs. 20-22/kg Vegetable: Rs.15-20/kg

During the assessment visits it was observed that normal prices of
normal goods are not as such high and all essential items are available
in the markets; but the communities of affected areas have not enough
purchasing power to have these things.

3.1.7 - Migration trends

It was found during the visit of different communities of the Kachoo and
Kohistan area that some people had migrated and some were planning
to do so in near future. The team witnessed a lot of vacant houses left by
people in every village. The main reason for migration was shortage of
water. In some villages the migration ratio was more than 50%, where
people have migrated with their families including livestock. At least there
was one village lying empty because all have migrated. Some people told
that they did migrate for a shorter period of time in search of water and
work but they returned back when there is rain.

Migration shattered dreams

Salman is a good looking person in his forties. He has four children. He
wanted to see his children prospering through education. He admitted all
his children to village school. He had so many dreams for his family but
then for continuous two years there was no rain in the area and Salman
had to move out of the village in search of food and work. He migrated
with his whole family. He went to another village and after remaining there
for sometime he moved to some other place. Now he was back in his
native village after some years as previous year rain brought some hope
in the village. But now the education of his children has been ruined due
to frequent migration for many years. Now his children have lost their
precious years.

This is not the story of one person, the whole Kachho area is suffering

due to this chronic condition and their time and energies are being lost
in search of better life and livelihood.
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It was also observed during in-depth interviews that the migrants who
left their homes in search of food and water for survival have moved
from bad to worst. This migration created some difficulties for migrants
and also for those where families migrated. Johi city witnessed new
slum colonies in its surroundings where most of the population has
migrated from Kachho.

Problems were even worse for the families whose male members had
left in search of work to other areas. In such a situation women and
children were suffering a lot by overload of work. As they were already
spending lot of time on fetching water, they get additional responsibilities
in absence of their men folks.

3.1.8 - Livelihood Strategies

The poor people of drought affected areas have adopted multiple
economic activities to survive. Majority of them mainly depend on
agriculture and livestock. About 50% of Kachho and Kohistan people
migrate to barrage areas during cultivation and harvesting seasons.
This provides them some grain and cash income to survive.

After water, the communities mentioned unemployment as the most
urgent problem. People are going out from their villages in search of
work. Some men go to nearby towns and villages to work as daily wage
laborers. Others have migrated to bigger cities like Hyderabad and
Karachi in search of work. Some of them are still able to find jobs as
haris (tenant) in irrigated areas.
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Traditionally, women earn some income by making ropes and through
embroidery. Women are spending a lot more time on these activities
now to make up for the lost income due to non-farming situation.
Rope making is considered a woman'’s job. One Kilogram of Ban can
be sold in the market for Rs 17-18. It was observed that, woman and
children all work to make Ban and this seems to be main source of
cash income for the family at the moment.

Kachho is full of different kinds of wild trees like Jal, Kandi, Kirir,
Laee, Devi etc. These wild trees are used for fodder and firewood.

The drought has affected the local trees. Their production has decreased.
Continuous drought situation and deforestation have left worst impact
on wild life of Kachho, as most of birds and animals in the area were
nowhere to be found. The cutting of wild trees has created vacuum in
the atmosphere therefore the dusty storms have increased, which directly
cause problems for respiratory system and eyes of inhabitants particularly
women, children and aged people of Kachho.
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3.2 - Findings of meetings with District Departments Dadu

The assessment team visited all relevant departments at district level. The
purpose of the meeting with Government departments was to know their
understanding, viewpoint and preparedness in this respect. Assessment
Team visited health, education and agriculture departments in District
Dadu. The discussions with the management of different line agencies at
district level are being summarized here in two steps. There are certain
guestions which are common for all the departments and the summary
of those discussions are being presented first in an integrated way. The
responses to other questions which are department specific are being
summarized separately for each department.

3.2.1 - Summary of responses to common questions

The understanding of most of the departments’ management was of
a layman. There was no information system established to ascertain
whether there was drought condition or not. There was no special
preparation, strategy or any contingency plan to deal with the drought
situation. There were no special resources or funds allocated to deal
with drought situation in any district department. It was also observed
that there was no coordination or collaboration system intact among
different departments. The departments are not approached by
communities in case of need; similarly departments don’t have any
information system to know the exact situation of people living in far
flung areas.

It was evident especially in case of Dadu that the plight of Kachoo area
people is simply taken for granted by the district Departments. It
seemed that the District Department had no exposure or contact with
these areas. The other fact is evident in description of the meeting with
officials of line departments, is that district departments were in a state
of denial regarding drought like situation in the area.

The department wise detail of meetings is given below.
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3.2.2 - Agriculture Department

The EDO Agriculture said that Kachho area is mainly dependent on
rain water and in case of low rain it can be in trouble. However, he said
that whether it is drought or not, is not declared by revenue department,
so agriculture department is not much concerned about it.

Food Department
Food department considered that prob in the dist r due to poverty
only.

On referring to Kachho area, District Food Controller said that those
areas are situated in arid zone and are poverty stricken.

3.2.3 - Health Department

Initially the officials in District Health Department denied that there
is any such situation in the district. When they were reminded about
the situation of Kachoo area they admitted that these are drought
prone areas.

It was told by the Health Department that the overall situation in terms
of health is normal. They said that in this season cases of gastro increase
due to hot weather. Health Department was in a state of denial
regarding the breakout of certain diseases in some areas of the District.
They said that it indicates that there is situation of malnutrition in
some areas. They also mentioned increase in cases of weight loss in
children, Hepatitis and skin diseases.

Health Department had no area wise segregated record of the data.
3.2.4 - Education Department

The officials of Education Department said that they had no information
about drought like situation in any part of the District. Some officials

of the Education department told that in some areas of Kachho nomadic
communities live who move in search of water.
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3.3 — The capacity of Oxfam local Partners to respond to
emerging crisis

In district Dadu the local partner organizations of Oxfam is Thardeep
(TRDP) and SAFWCO.

TRDP (Thardeep Rural Development Programme)

Thardeep Rural Development Programme (TRDP) is a non-profit organization,
registered under the societies Act, working in the rural areas of Tharparkar,
Mirpurkhas, and Dadu and Khairpur districts of Sindh, Pakistan. TRDP
is working in the arid zone of Sindh sine 1998. Its head office is in District
Tharparker and 5 regional offices in 4 districts of Sindh.

Thardeep’s Capacity in terms of Human Resource

Thardeep is a big local organization having field offices in all over district
Dadu. The total staff working in its hub office of Dadu is about 12
including 3 female and 9 male members. It has 6 field offices in all three
Talukas of Dadu district from where it operates in deep rural areas of
Dadu. The assessment team visited three field offices of TRDP in all three
Talukas of Dadu District.

The Capacity to reach in affected areas

TRDP has its roots in the affected population and its different ongoing
activities of development are successfully running in the area. It was
observed during the field visit that TRDP has its presence in the area and
due to its active social mobilization it has good relations with and has trust
of the communities.

TRDP has 3 vehicles in its Hub office including two double cabins and
one Pothohar Jeep. Each field office has 1 Jeep for moving into field.

Capacity for emergency response

TRDP has full capacity to address any emergency situation in the area. It
has tackled such situations in the past and is fully capable of responding
any such situation arising in future. The staff of TRDP is fully trained to
respond in disaster or in emergency situation like, flooding and drought.
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Capacity to implement relief and rehabilitation projects

TRDP being a local organization with right people on its board has the
capacity to implement any relief and rehabilitation project in the area. It
has the advantage of being local and has earned the trust of communities.

SAFWCO (Sind Agricultural and Forestry workers coordination Organization)
SAFWCO was established in1986. The objective with which SAFWCO
started its activities was to facilitate people’s participation in development
on self help basis; and facilitating to build institutional infrastructure in
their villages to achieve the goal of sustainable development. Safwco has
presence in 13 districts of Sind where it works with integrated approach
in the rural areas.

SAFWCO works in the Kohistan area of Jamshoro Distict Previously part
of Dadu District. It has its field offices in different Talukas of Jamshoro
District from where it operates in the far flung areas of Kohistan.

SAFWCQ'’s Capacity in terms of Human Resource

The Head office of SAFWCO is in Hyderabad. The total staff of SAFWCO
consists of 400 persons including 260 male and 140 female staff. The
number of staff in Head office is about 50. It has 30 field offices in 13
districts.

SAFWCO has field offices in all over Jamshoro Distirct from where it
operates its different field activities. Assessment Team visited one field
office of SAFWCO in Taluk Thana Bulah Khan. The regular staff of field
office consists of three persons including one male and two female.

The Capacity to reach in target areas

SAFWCO operates its activities in target areas through its field offices in
different Talukas of Jamshoro District. The field staff of SAFWCO is well
trained in social mobilizations and has reach in the target areas. Each field
office has one vehicle to move into field.
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Capacity for emergency response

SAFWCO is working on different projects of disaster response in different
parts of Sind. Disaster Management section has been established in 2006
to train the local communities to respond to disasters. This program has
three main components, Disaster preparedness, Disaster mitigation and
Disaster Response. Under these components communities are trained and
different projects are launched to cope with any such situation. The staff
of SAFWCO s fully trained to deal with any emergency situation arising
out of any disaster like, flooding and Drought.

Capacity to implement relief and rehabilitation project

SAFWCO has successfully implemented different relief and rehabilitation
projects in its target regions. It has all the relevant expertise, skills and
logistics capacity to implement these programs. SAFWCO has sufficient
trained staff to carry out relief and rehabilitation projects and it has also
reach and recognition in the target areas.

3.4 - Conclusion

Water situation

The findings of the assessment depict a varied picture of different areas
of Kachho. Due to severe shortage of rain fall after 1995 the crop production
and grazing fields have already diminished. It is apparent that the situation
of the people living in these areas is not good in any respect. There are
areas within Kachho where the situation in terms of water is alarming and
an immediate humanitarian response is required there. We can take up
the case of some villages of Mehr and K.N Shah Talukas where water is
either unavailable or if available causing more harm than help due to bad
quality. The water tables according to some people have gone down in
recent years from 20 to 60. Most of the water wells and hand pumps in
some areas of Kachho turned to be brackish or poisonous.

The scarcity of water is a big problem for the whole area of Kachho. This
situation is chronic and extreme poverty of the people of the area making
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it worse. It can be said in the light of water situation of the area that in
some parts of the Kachho area the drought has set in and if rain does not
occur soon it is going to be a humanitarian crisis an asking for immediate
response.

Women are the worst hit, as they are supposed to arrange water for the
whole family and have to toil for hours every day to fetch water. Again,
they are the last ones to use for themselves.

Food

In some parts of the Kachoo area people have already reduced their intake
due to scarcity of food. This is badly affecting the health of the people,
especially of children and women. They have storage of food only for a
month or in some cases less than that.

It may be worth mentioning here that the food shortage shall put people
in serious trouble.

Livestock

Livestock is suffering due to unavailability of water. In some areas death
and diseases have been reported in huge number. The prices and production
of livestock have dropped dramatically in recent months which again
indicate a critical situation.

Health situation

There are cases of outbreak of different diseases in some areas which are
a clear indicator of crisis. Health situation has already deteriorated and
cases of diarrhea, Hepatitis, skin and chest diseases are reported to be on
rise.

The present crisis has affected the health of women and children very
badly. They have no heath facilities within their localities. The district
department of health has got no plans to deal with the situation and even
doest not have any information about the situation in the area.
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Women are the worst victims. In addition to the illnesses related to drought,
they have gyne problem, for which they get no support at all. Their workload
increased due to their nursing role at home.

The situation of District Departments

It was observed during the assessment that knowledge, awareness and
sensitization level of District Departments is very low. There is strong
opinion that Kachho had been widely ignored by different government
departments. This ignorance brought various negative aspects, especially
since last decade various government departments became administratively
weak due to poor management and lack of accountability. During drought
assessment various schools, water supply schemes and BHUs found
dysfunctional. It can be said in the light of above facts that the Kachoo
area is simply not visible to different Government Departments and no
one has ever tried to know the situation. There are no plans to improve
the poverty situation of those areas. There are no contingency plans to
deal with humanitarian crises situation, looming onto people’s head due
to drought.

Government district level has no preparation to deal with any disaster
situation. They do not have information, any planning or any other
resources allocated for it.

Oxfam’s local partners in Dadu, TRDP & SAFWCO are committed

organizations and have capacity to implement relief and development
projects with drought affected community.
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4. Situation analysis of District
Khuzdar, Baluchistan

The chapter presents finding of the field visits to communities, meetings
with staff and volunteers of the partner organizations, a consultative
meeting with the civil society organizations of Khuzdar and meetings with
various line agencies at district level. All relevant sectors are discussed
briefly and the conclusion is given at the end.

4.1 - Findings from field

Balochistan presents a combination of arid and semi arid climate with
low and erratic rainfalls. The province presents a deficit in rains since
1995 (With an exception of 2003). The situation in district Khuzdar is
the worst in Balochistan.

Three union councils in District Khuzdar were identified by local partners
as most affected areas. Total seven villages were visited and in each village
two meetings, one with women and one with men groups were conducted.
Transact walks were conducted to see water sources and agriculture fields.
District level meetings were conducted with all relevant line agency
managers. Also a consultative meeting was held with civil society
organizations at district level. Following is the account of the information
collected.

4.1.1 Water situation

Average annual rainfall is low, and also it is concentrated in a few
months. The annual rainfall is 273 mmZ. The117 mm of rainfall occurs
from July to August months. If these two months go dry then, the
problem starts. The situation in general is very serious due to lack of
rains, for almost a decade now.

Water tables in the drought prone villages have gone down during
the last decade, due to shortage of rain. It was revealed by the
communities that before drought it was 30-60 ft which has gone down

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from 120-200 ft in different villages. The villages close to streams still
have relatively better water tables. Ground water in most of the villages
was sweet. Hand pumps, tube wells, and dug wells are very rare.

In the affected villages of Khuzdar the main sources of water are rain
water ponds or small streams which used to be perennial because they
stemmed from springs in the mountains. Due to very less rain, both
the water ponds and streams are drying up. When the closer ones
ponds dry up, then the communities have to access the far off ones.
Therefore in hard times the water fetching can take as much as 8 hours
per trip, which is much more than three hours, the usual time per
trip. Water fetching is maily done by women. They use donkeys for
this purpose and their children also help them in this task.
The situation of water storage has increased the workload of women
and children by manifold. They have to walk to the far off sources
(ponds & streams) in the mountains for hours to fetch water for the
whole family.

The team witnessed the small amount of water that was now available
in the ponds and the streams turned into ponds as the flow of water
was not enough. These ponds have become quite unsafe, as the same
ponds are used by animals, for drinking and bathing. The animals
often urinate and defecate in the same pond during drinking and
bathing. It is likely that donkeys may urinate while being loaded during
water fetching activity. These things keep adding to the ponds while
the water is reducing every next day because of the use and evaporation.

Therefore the ratio between water and its pollutants gets worse gradually
and the result is bad quality of water. The water was so thick that it was
hardly transparent. It was of almost grey in color, and smelly in some
villages. One does not need to test it in a laboratory to declare it unfit
for drinking. It was obviously unfit for drinking just with naked eye.

There were substantial rains in Pakistan during year 2006. The rains
even brought floods in some areas of Balochistan and Sindh. However,
in Khuzdar district the rains were moderate and the rainfall started late
as compared to other areas. The sowing season for wheat was already
gone. Therefore, the rainfall did not bring any major positive change.

Children and the malnourished women were its worst victims. Men
were in little better position because of their better diet and health
situation but obviously bad quality of water was affecting their health
as well. The stomach and skin diseases were common (see further
details in in the health section).

Agriculture and livestock are the other sectors badly affected by the
shortage and bad quality of water. The analysis about it is presented
in separate section.

4.1.2 - Agriculture

The rural poor communities rely on agriculture and livestock for their
livelihood and their agriculture depends on rain only as there are no
other irrigation sources available. Irrigation department has installed
64 tube wells in Khuzdar but none of them is situated in the affected
communities, visited by the research team which are generally known
as drought prone areas,. The Shortage of rain disturbs their livelihood.
The last ten years, starting from 1995, have been especially unfortunate.

The usual crops in the area were wheat, Juwar, and pulses. The field
visits to different parts of Khuzdar showed that the year 2006 had
some rains. Wheat crop had been sown but only on some patches of
lands. The wheat crop on all the available land was not sown because
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the rain was late Also the farmers did not have resources such as seeds
to sow the whole of their land.

The yield of the wheat crop was not good either. The farmers in all
the villages told that wheat crop was attacked by a disease/insect called
‘Ratti’ in local language. According to the community people this
affected the yield badly, reduced to about. 50% of the average.. Therefore
the situation of food security has not improved significantly.

When their crops were ruined by insects, the communities did not
inform and approach Agriculture department. They expressed two
reasons for it. One is that it is not easy to approach government
department at Khuzdar because of geographic distances and second
reason is that the poor villagers do not expect anything positive from
government departments. This tough situation of water shortage and
lack of crops, has badly affected the other main source of livelihood,
i.e. livestock.

4.1.3 - Livestock situation

Livestock is a major source of livelihood in the area.. People used to
keep Cows, Goats, Camels, Sheep and Donkeys. Every one used to
own about 20-30 number of sheep/goats. During last drought which
remained for about ten years (1995-2005), as reported by village people,
has badly affected their livestock. More than 50% livestock had either
died or sold at through away prices. The current situation is also
alarming for both human beings and livestock.

The water resources are depleting, fodder has vanished, in such a
situation if this summer it does not rain, then the rest of the livestock
will further decrease in number. It was learnt during the assessment
that these villages had no access to Veterinary hospitals. If their animal
gets sick they use their traditional methods of treatment. In most cases,
these methods are not effective. The result is loss of animals. Community
informed that Bumerk, a disease had erupted in these days, among
animals in which they bled from nose.
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In drought situation, the prices of animals go down drastically. There
are examples of previous drought, before the rain in 2006, when people
had to sell their goats at merely skin price (as less as Rs.150). While
the normal price of the goat in good year is in thousands.
During field visits, people informed about huge decrease in the milk
and meat production due to insufficient fodder and water. Decrease
in milk and meat put further pressure on the food situation of
communities.

4.1.4 - Food Situation

It was revealed during the meetings with the community members that
the situation in terms of food was also not encouraging. Those who
owned land have saved a little amount of wheat for next few months
but the landless have nothing to keep for difficult times. Those who
were tenants and working on others’ land and solely rely on the share
of crops, also suffered due to attack of disease on crops. Their share has
also decreased. At the same time there are payments of the outstanding
loan due on them. These loans had been taken during hard days. The
lenders are local grocery stores’ owners and traders in agriculture market
in Khuzdar. Therefore, the poverty & food availability situation has not
changed much even after last year’s rainfall. Some of the communities
are facing severe food shortages even from now on and they feared that
their food might last only for two to three months.

The first victims of shortage of food are women, then young girls,
boys & able bodied men. Wheat bread freshly made at home, always
by women, eaten with lentil or vegetable curry and milk are supposed
to be regular and proper diet. However, that is available in good years
only. The production of milk has also decreased considerably which
was another source of proper diet. The poorest households like those
of landless people, had already reduced their food intake. This is the
first coping strategy, already being applied. There is fear that the food
situation will get worse in the near future if there is no rain this season.
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4.1.5 - Sanitation, Health and Hygiene

The assessment team observed during the visits and meetings with
communities that the situation of health in the area is deteriorating
day by day. There is extreme shortage of water and even the available
water is of very bad quality, giving rise to water borne diseases. Food
IS imbalanced in nutrition and short in supply. Unknown fever and
stomach diseases are common. There are many cases of Jaundice and
TB, as well. On the other side there is no functional facility for
treatment of any of these diseases in drought affected areas. The
buildings of BHUs and dispensaries can be seen but they are not
functional for years.

At household level the situation in terms of health and hygiene is also not
encouraging. People told that there were no toilets or bathrooms in houses.
Man could go out to ponds/streams and take bath. However it was problem
for women. They do not have any place to take bath. This situation is
causing skin diseases including very bad itching among women and
children. It was observed during the meetings with communities that
there is no concept of proper hygiene in communities. Simple things like,
washing hands before eating food is not in practice at all.

Since there are no health facilities available nearby, therefore in case
of emergency or serious condition of patients, they have to be carried
on shoulders or on the back of camel, walk for hours, before they
reach to a jeep able track where they catch the transport to reach to
district Head Quarter Hospital in Khuzdar.

The assessment team observed during the meetings with community
women that the situation of women was more deteriorating. Majority
of women in these areas were suffering from multiple diseases. In
addition to all these diseases, they had reproductive health related
problems which they could not share with anybody; so even when they
are seriously sick they have to do all the work they are supposed to do.
Again there is no medical help to deal with reproductive health related
problems and in many cases they get worse with the passage of time.
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Early marriages (girls are usually married before the age of 15) and too
many pregnancies make women further vulnerable to diseases. On top
of all that, their responsibilities are so huge that they cannot take rest.
They have to nurse the sick, the old people, and children and also to
pamper their men.

4.1.6 - Market situation

Khuzdar is the largest district of Balochistan with three Tehsils and
five sub-tehsils. According to 1998 census report its population is about
409164 persons. The population is mostly scattered in remote areas.
There are no roads and public transport is very poor in these areas.
The closest town centers can be as far as ten hours of bus ride plus
several hours of walk from village to the bus stand. Therefore the
access from and to the market is very poor and expensive. The prices
of all things that have to be bought from the market are inflated
significantly. However, at district level the food is available on normal
average prices. The only thing one needs is money to buy the food
items.

4.1.7 - Migration trends

It was observed that majority of people living in district Khuzdar
preferred to stay in their villages even in bad days. This was particularly
important with the people who owned some agricultural land. During
survey, they said it was difficult to leave our forefathers’ land. But the
people without any agricultural land were forced to leave the villages
in search of labor to Sindh, Turbat, Panjgor, Kalat, Khuzdar city and
Ferozabad areas. Daily wages range from Rs 40-80. Mostly the men
move to cities leaving women, children and older members at home.
In some families only able-bodied men migrate and send money back
home. But it was found during the community visits that in some
cases the whole family move and returns only when the situation
changes. Migration in all the two situations is hazardous for women
& children, particularly for girls. In case where only men go out for
work, the responsibility of women increases. They have to take care
of all the household responsibilities on their own. Also men may not
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be able to bring any money back home. They may not get work or they
may waste the money. This makes their situation even worse.
In case where the whole family migrates then the family has to live in
miserable living conditions. Women feel uneasy and vulnerable in the
new urban slum settings. Also they have to work to earn money.
Children do not have the capacity to protect themselves in urban slum
settings, as they might be kidnapped and abused in the new environment.

The community members told that migration of whole family has
another hazard as well. When they leave village, they lose all their
assets, such as livestock. So whenever they want to come back, they
have to start from zero for every thing. In some places they mentioned
that if a family goes away and cannot come back for a few years then
they may lose their agricultural land, as other people grab it. Therefore,
they say that migration is the last resort.

In some villages people informed about 20% families’ had migrated
temporarily to the nearest towns in search of livelihood.

4.1.8 - Livelihood strategies

In normal situation agriculture and livestock was the main source of
livelihood for the people of Khuzdar. Herds of goats, sheep and cows
were owned by people and were considered as source of pride and
income.

During last 10 years the drought has reduced their livestock and
agriculture, and worsened their poverty situation. Many able bodied
men had to leave homes in search of unskilled daily wage jobs in other
places.

Some others are cutting trees, making coal after burning and selling
it in city. A small amount is earned with these activities. This option
has increased women workload, because this is mostly done by them.
As it is sold by men, the control of income stays with men. Families
who have migrated to towns may have put their children to begging
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as a last resort. Women make mats from peash. These mats, are again
sold by men, leaving women without any control on the income.
The alternate livelihood options are limited, as they lack education
and skills. They also lack exposure and capital to self employs themselves.

4.2 — Meetings with District Departments Khuzdar

The assessment team visited all relevant departments at district level. The
purpose of the meeting with Government departments was to know their
understanding, viewpoint and preparedness in this respect. Assessment
Team visited health, education, agriculture, Livestock, Irrigation and
meteorological departments in District Khuzdar. The discussions with the
management of different line agencies at district level are being summarized
here in two steps. There are certain questions which are common for all
the departments and the summary of those discussions are being presented
collectively. The responses to other questions which are department specific
are being summarized separately for each department.

4.2.1 - Summary of responses to common questions

The understanding of most of the department’s management was of
a layman. There was no information system established to ascertain
whether there was drought condition or not. There was no special
preparation, strategy or any contingency plan to deal with the drought
situation. There were no specific resources or funds allocated to deal
with drought situation in any district department. It was also observed
that there was no coordination or collaboration system intact among
different departments. The departments are not approached by
communities in case of need; similarly departments don’t have any
information system to know the exact situation of people living in far
flung areas.

The department wise detail of meetings is given below.
4.2.2 - The response of Met Department

The Met Department officials in Islamabad told that they have no
field office in Dadu district but they have sub office in Khuzdar. The
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Met Department in Islamabad said that they monitor the drought
situation regularly thought satellite and other modern sources. They
also told that Met Department issues warning for drought regularly
and they are posted on its website. The data available on Met Department
website suggests that drought like situation is likely to emerge in this
year in some parts of the country, especially in some areas of Balochistan
Province.

The Met office in Khuzdar had no specific area wise data on drought
conditions but they told they monitor rainfall trends with available
methods.

The previous data of thirty years for Khuzdar shows that mainly rains
occur during the month of July. This time it is important to monitor
this situation in both the districts in terms of rainfall. (See Annex)

DROUGHT UPDATE - April 2006 posted on website of Pakistan
Metrological Department, Islamabad

Meteorological Office analysis suggests that there are all indications of an
emerging drought conditions in the country especially in Balochistan.
Because during last winter season the rainfall in the country was about
40 % less, whereas the snowfall in the catchment areas was also 20 — 25
% less than normal. Further during the next two months no significant
rains are expected which can improve the water situation in the country.
All this indicates the likelihood of severe water stress in the country during
the next at least two months. Moderate drought conditions in Balochistan
have already developed and are likely to worsen during the coming months
with the possibility of spreading to some other parts of the country. (Also

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4.2.3 Irrigation Department
The current situation in the district

Department officials told that for almost 8 years there has been severe
drought in the District. The after effects of that drought are still being
felt by the people. During that period more ground water was exploited.

The cycle of previous drought is still there in the district

Irrigation Department’s Response to Drought

It was told that by the officials that the irrigation Department has
done some work in this respect. A project, Drought Impact Mitigation
Recovery Component (DIMRC) was started with the help of World
Bank and Asian Development Bank in whole of Balochistan. Under
this project total 1100 Tube wells were installed in the whole of
Balochistan out of which 64 were installed in Kuzdar District. In
addition, different small level projects were also started with local
Public Sector Development Program (PSDP). Under these development
schemes different projects like small dams, lining of springs, land
leveling and water management were started.

Water sources in the district

It was revealed by the department that there was no proper canal system
in the whole of district. The main sources of water are natural springs,
ground water and ponds (where rain water is collected). People use this
water for drinking as well as for irrigation. In case of drought or dry
season people migrate or they have to bring water from far off places

Irrigation Department does not have its own tube wells. Tube wells are
owned privately. Irrigation department takes care of water springs only.

Water table situation

It was told by department officials that water tables are monitored
annually by irrigation department. Each year from 18 to 20 feet water
goes down and no significant change in this trend has been observed
due to recent rains. Water table in the district of Kuzdar is minimum
200 feet and maximum up to 400 feet.
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Before drought years the situation of water table was better and the
people could get water through open well at 25 to 50 feet but that
situation gradually became worse. Firstly, water table went to 100 feet
and then up to 200-250 and now water is available through tube wells
only.

They further told that before drought water was available for crops
through rain water and other such sources. People used to divert water
from springs for irrigation but now due to continuous dry season that
system has been badly affected.

The current situation of irrigation and Karez system

It was revealed by the department that in rainy season, cultivation is
done by rain water but in dry season there is no possibility of any
cultivation in some areas of the district. In many parts of the district
like, Dharri and Koshak water springs have dried up. Irrigation
department told that there were big springs in the district and they
were used for irrigation but now they have dried up like, Shenian,
Koshak and Lizo springs. Karez system has been badly affected due
to drought and almost 15 to 16 Karezes have been completely finished.
The rest 15-20 Karezes have been badly damaged and water level has
been only 50% of what it used to be.

4.2.4 - Public Health Department

The Drinking water system in the district
60% water supply schemes have failed in villages

The department officials told that in urban areas the system of drinking
water is better to some extent but in rural areas 60% water schemes
have failed. They said that when any scheme is initiated in rural areas,
community has no resources to maintain that scheme hence they fail.
They told that before starting any scheme, they made agreement with
community and made organizations but they didn’t last for too long.
They said that lack of awareness about social organizations is the other
reason for failure of such schemes in villages.
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The current situation

Commenting on current situation Health officials told that due to
rain in 2006 the intensity of the drought has reduced to some extent.
They told that during rainy season water is accumulated in water ponds
which are used both by cattle and humans alike. The pond water has
been polluted due to long dry season and it has become poisonous.
The area of Arranji been badly affected by drought. They told that
due to severe drought in some areas many people have migrated from
their villages.

The role of Public Health Department

Talking about the role of public health department officials told that
public health department cannot help the affected communities because
they are scattered and nomadic. They have been badly affected by
drought but it is very difficult to start any big water supply scheme in
those areas as they are scattered in a vast region. The second reason
is that the water level in some areas is more than 400 feet deep. To
improve the water level in those areas small dams should be built.

They said that water supply scheme should be started in the areas
where water source is nearby

4.2.5 - Agriculture Department

Drought resistant crops can be a hope for drought prone areas; therefore
it was discussed with agriculture department. It was found that some
individual in the department may have some technical knowledge
about it; however the agricultural department has never had a study
or project about it. There is no contingency plan to deal with the
drought situation. There are no extra resources allocated ever to
respond to the drought situation. It can be concluded that the
department has never made any effort to respond to the persistently
bad crops situation of the drought prone areas.

The officials present in the meeting gave some recommendations about
bringing in some drought resistant trees and crops. The most important
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one was the grafting of the local olive tree. In this respect offficials
thaT the capacity of local people needs to be enhanced to grow and
graft the olive trees. Also, there should be marketing opportunities
available to sell the olive. Other option could be installing oil extraction
mills in the area.

Talking about the current situation they said that this year the estimated
yield is 30% less than the average yield for wheat crop. The main
affected areas they told were Aranji Gaj, Mulla and Sasool. It seemed
that they gave this information being local of the area and not in his
capacity as officials of agriculture Department as they had no systematic
information system to know these facts..

4.2.6 - Department of Livestock

According to Livestock Department the main livestock of the Kuzdar
district consists of goats, sheep and cows. It was told by the department
that during last few years a large percentage of livestock had died due
to drought like conditions prevailing in some areas of the Kuzdar
district. They informed that more veterinary vaccination has been
done in the recent months in some areas of the district due to some
outbreak of diseases in livestock. It was also revealed during the meeting
that production of milk has considerably reduced during recent months.
Similarly the production of meat has also gone down. Livestock officials
informed that before drought 60% of goat production of Pakistan was
from Blochistan but now it has reduced considerably. They said that
goats are more drought resistant species. Talking about the coping
strategies of the people they said that mainly people migrate to other
fertile areas during drought season.

4.2.7 - Health Department

Officials of health Department said that malnourishment and anemia
are common phenomena of the Kuzdar district. They said that during
recent years water level has gone very deep and the Karez syatem of
irrigation has been replaced with tube wells. They also said that water
of some areas of Khuzdar is not fit for drinking and cases of water
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borne diseases are on rise. Skin diseases have also been reported in
some parts of the district.

They said that health department works hard, but it lacks resources
to meet the needs of such scattered population of remote areas.

4.3 - Capacity of Oxfam local partners to respond to the
emerging crisis

Participatory Development Initiative (PDI), an Oxfam partner, is a local
NGO having a head office in the city of Khuzdar. It was established in 2000
by a group of community development professionals, human rights activists,
trade unionist, researchers, media professionals and concerned citizens. It
Is registered under societies act 1860.

PDI is actively engaged in awareness raising, advocacy, mass mobilization,
participatory community development, particularly at district level, and
on issues that are negatively affecting the lives and livelihood of poor
people.

PDI’s provincial head office is in Khuzdar and a liaison office in Quetta. It
has total 13 staff members at Khuzdar office. In addition to that it is supported
by 20 volunteers in the city and in the communities for different activities.
The staff and volunteers are trained on issues related to their work.

The staff and volunteers are local people, speak local languages and are
well aware of the local conditions. They have knowledge of poorest and
drought affected remote rural communities and their sufferings. They had
been engaged in assessment exercises in the past with these communities.

PDI has good linkages with line agencies and has actively networked with
other civil society organizations at Khuzdar level. PDI has experience of
responding to disaster., and they have demonstrated their ability to cope with
disaster situation during flood in 2006 in district Badin and Thatta, Sindh.
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In the past, staff and volunteers of PDI have been engaged in several
assessments in drought areas. These assessments were conducted by Islamic
Relief, Concern International, and Oxfam GB.

The staff, and volunteers of PDI are capable and willing to travel to remote
areas and they do it whenever the need arise. However, PDI does not have
field vehicles. They have to hire field vehicles for the city, which is expensive
and their availability is uncertain.

PDI has partnership with UNDP and Actionaid for its various activities
and is led by a highly qualified and very committed manager.
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5. Conclusion and Recommendations

This chapter concludes the findings regarding the drought situating in
districts Dadu and Khuzdar followed by gender analysis in both the districts.
At the end recommendations are made to respond to the emerging drought
situation in these districts.

5.1 - Conclusion of the situation in Dadu

Water situation

The findings of the assessment depict a varied picture of different areas
of Kachho.

Due to severe shortage of rain fall after 1995 the crop production and
grazing fields have already diminished. It is apparent that the situation of
the people living in these areas is not good in any respect. There are areas
within Kachho where the situation in terms of water is alarming and an
immediate humanitarian response is required there. We can take up the
case of some villages of Mehr and K.N Shah Talukas where water is either
unavailable or if available causing more harm than help due to bad quality.
The water tables according to some people have gone down in recent years
from 20ft to 60ft. Most of the water wells and hand pumps in some areas
of Kachho turned to be brackish or poisonous.

The scarcity of water is a big problem for the whole area of Kachho. This
situation is chronic and extreme poverty of the people of the area making
it worse. It can be said in the light of water situation of the area that in
some parts of the Kachho area the drought has set in and if rain does not
occur soon it is going to be a humanitarian crisis an asking for immediate
response.

Women are the worst hit, as they are supposed to arrange water for the

whole family and have to toil for hours every day to fetch water. Again,
they are the last ones to use for themselves.
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Food

In some parts of the Kachoo area people have already reduced their intake
due to scarcity of food. This is badly affecting the health of the people,
especially of children and women. They have storage of food only for a
month or in some cases less than that.

It may be worth mentioning here that the food shortage shall put people
in serious trouble.

Livestock

Livestock is suffering due to unavailability of water. In some areas death and
diseases have been reported in huge number. The prices and production of
livestock have dropped dramatically in recent months which again indicate
a critical situation.

Health situation

There are cases of outbreak of different diseases in some areas which are
a clear indicator of crisis. Health situation has already deteriorated and
cases of diarrhea, Hepatitis, skin and chest diseases are reported to be on
rise.

The present crisis has affected the health of women and children very
badly. They have no heath facilities within their localities. The district
department of health has got no plans to deal with the situation and even
doest not have any information about the situation in the area.

Women are the worst victims. In addition to the illnesses related to drought,
they have gyne problem, for which they get no support at all. Their workload
increased due to their nursing role at home.

The situation of District Departments

It was observed during the assessment that knowledge, awareness and
sensitization level of District Departments is very low. There is strong
opinion that Kachho had been widely ignored by different government
departments. This ignorance brought various negative aspects, especially
since last decade various government departments became administratively
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weak due to poor management and lack of accountability. During drought
assessment various schools, water supply schemes and BHUs found
dysfunctional. It can be said in the light of above facts that the Kachoo
area is simply not visible to different Government Departments and no
one has ever tried to know the situation. There are no plans to improve
the poverty situation of those areas. There are no contingency plans to
deal with humanitarian crises situation, looming onto people’s head due
to drought.

Government at district level has no preparation to deal with any disaster
situation. They do not have information, any planning or any other resources
allocated for it.

Oxfam’s local partners in Dadu, TRDP & SAFWCO are committed
organizations and have capacity to implement relief and development
projects with drought affected community.

5.2 - Conclusion of the situation in Khuzdar

The drought assessment study found that the drought conditions are
present in certain parts of Khuzdar. There is dire water shortages found
in the drought prone areas of Kanjar Mori, Sasool and Mulla. Some other
areas such as Arranji are also suffering from the same fate.

The worst problem faced by most of the communities is water for domestic
as well as for agriculture use. As discussed in earlier sections, the water
sources in drought prone areas were either streams or rain water ponds.
Both of them are drying up, because of significantly less rains during the
last so 10 years.

There are five problems associated with water and being faced by the
communities. They are;

— The sources of water for domestic use are either streams or rain water

ponds. They are drying up. The streams have also become ponds as the
water quantity is too small to flow.
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— The water available in these small ponds is very contaminated and not
fit for drinking at all. It is a source of diseases in the communities.

— As the nearby water sources are drying up , women have to walk for
hours to fetch water from far off places. This has increased burden on
women as is considered their duty to fetch water for the whole family.

— The water shortage is affecting livestock which is weak and catching
diseases.

— There is lack of rains and grazing sites are disturbed so fodder has been
diminished. This has affected the livestock badly. A lot of livestock either
died or sold on throw away prices. The result is that the number of
livestock has reduced to 1/3 rd of the previously existing only.

— The milk is an important part of food, which is now significantly less
available because the goats and cows are much less and also the milk
production is very
low because of shortage of water and fodder for goats & cows.

The drought spells in the last 10 years was too tough and too long, during
which communities’ livelihood was badly damaged. The rain of 2006 has
helped a little, however that was not enough even to start a recovery process.

As there are no rains this year again, so the area is in a drought like situation.
The shortage of water, food and fodder is serious. This needs immediate
attention. External intervention is needed immediately to avoid any
humanitarian crisis.

Again the water & food shortage have increased the vulnerability and misery
of women. They are malnourished and sick. They have no means to escape
unwanted pregnancies. They are the ones to generate income, and they have
no control over it. They are the first ones when it comes to responsibilities
and they are the last when it comes to access any service. They are disempowered
and not involved in any decision making.

Any intervention has to be very carefully designed so that the situation of

women’s workload, their health, their education and status as equal human
being can improve.
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It was observed that in many villages, particularly the ones, which are on the
brink of streams the water table is high which i.e.40 feet deep in average.
Also the groundwater is sweet. Dug wells, & hand pumps can be handy.

Communities are not socially organized. They do not have the capacity or
confidence to approach the district Government and demand their rights.
The government does not approach them either so the communities are left
alone to cope with the drought situation without any help from government.

Government at district level has no preparation to deal with any disaster
situation. They do not have information, any planning or any other resources
allocated for it.

Oxfam’s local partner in Khuzdar, PDI, is a committed organization and
has capacity to implement relief and development projects with drought
affected community.

5.3 - Gender Perspective

During the drought assessment, women group were particularly focused.
Their vulnerability was analyzed in terms of health and nutrition, source
of income and access and control to services, education and, effects of
migration and their participation in decision making.

It was observed during field survey that the girls and women had a
subordinate position at home and in the community. The gender roles
are defined and women are at serious disadvantage due to . In the
following a brief account is presented regarding each sector.

Food

Though women are having major responsibilities in a family but when it
comes to the distribution of food they are the group who are served in
the last. During in-depth interviews, women said that men and boys are
served first and women and girls eat in the last. It is a cultural matter and
so deeply entrenched in the society that many women do not consider it
unjust. They said that this was because their men folk were superior to
them and deserved this treatment.
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Health

The general health conditions of women and girls were very poor due to
insufficient diet, over burdened with work at home and outside home,
early marriages and too many children with no appropriate gap between
them. Their aging process was quite fast due to their bad health conditions.
They also suffered from reproductive health issues, as miscarriages of
pregnancies among women were a common. The maternal mortality rate
was high. Due to unavailability of trained TBAs, Lady Doctors and health
centers and transport, many women had died during pregnancy. In the
village common diseases such as fever, Malaria, hepatitis, diarrhea, cholera,
and skin were also found prevalent in women. The treatment opportunities
for women were rare.

Education

Education among women was less even than 1%. The reason they gave
was lesser priority to girl education by the families and the unavailability
of girls’ school in their villages. Even some families wanted to educate their
girls but could not because there were no schools.

Income generation

In addition to a huge amount of unpaid work at home and in the fields,
women are doing a lot of work for which family get some income in the
form of hard cash. They make ropes and mats from peash (wild bushes)
found in the area. They do embroidery and make traditional Sindhi caps.
All these things are sold in the market to generate income. In most cases,
all the hard work from collecting the raw materials to finish the product
is done by women. The last thing that is selling these things in the nearby
markets is done by men. So men receive money and in most cases have
real control over it. This economic disempowerment of women is deeply
entrenched in the culture. It is about mobility, exposure, education, and
acceptability of women presence at public place. Any intervention to
improve the status of women has to be long term and has to deal with
root causes such as lack of education etc. The situation both in Sindh &
Balochistan looks almost the same.
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Too Young to earn

Afia and Sanam were just five and six year’s old girls. Both little girls
with very innocent faces were sharing burden of their family by making
ropes. Their mothsers said instead of having dolls in their hands, they
were holding wood pieces (gudi) and rolling them in a hot day.

Afia has four sisters and four brothers. She is the youngest daughter
of her parents. Like her older sisters and mother she also makes rope
in scorching heat and give it to her father , whose job is to sell it out
in the market and bring food stuff for them and if some amount is left
then buy them one suit in a season. Afia said she wanted to have good
clothes and go to school but with a deep sigh, she said “we are poor!”.

Effect of Drought on women’s workload

Men do some specific tasks in the agriculture, such as ploughing and
sowing the crops. In case of less or no rains, the agricultural activity is
reduced to minimum and so the workload of men decreases. At some
time, in case less or no rains, the workload of women increases. However,
the gender roles are so strictly divided that men do not lend a helping
hand to women. The workload of women increase in case of drought due
to several reasons. Water fetching, a responsibility of women takes more
time than before. Due to lack of income from agriculture, women have to
work more to make up that shortage of family income. The sickness in the
family increases and women have to nurse the patients. So their work
increases by manifold.

When the situation becomes too tough and able bodied men of the family
have to migrate to other areas in search of work, then women have to take
the role of head of household and this brings more responsibilities such
as, feeding the livestock etc., so increasing their workload even further.
When the whole family migrates, then they have to live in unhealthy
places in cities. The dwellings are considered unsafe for women and
children, particularly girls. Their protection becomes a serious problem.
Situation may arise when they have to get involved in beggary and other
activities which damage their self esteem.
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5.4 - Recommendations
Following are brief recommendations in the context of relief, rehabilitation,
disaster preparedness, sustainable livelihoods, and advocacy and lobbying,

5.4.1 - Relief

Provision of food to the most vulnerable groups in the most
vulnerable areas of Khuzdar

Provision of health facilities through mobile health teams for the
seriously ill people in the local communities. Concentrate on
reproductive health and rural health for women and girls.
Provision of water through tankers for the most water scarce areas
and provision of chlorine for water purification

5.4.2 - Rehabilitation

Livestock restocking for the most vulnerable families largely
depending on the livestock who have lost their livestock during
almost a decade of drought

Preparation of the fields for the next crops through land leveling
and construction of Bunds on those fields to contain rain water.
Provision of certified seed for the coming crops

Construction of water tanks

Digging of wells and provision of hand pumps to fetch water from
those wells. Windmills can be an option.

Rehabilitation of the previously dug wells and previously installed
hand pumps

5.4.3 Disaster Preparedness

Organization of the communities through disaster preparedness
training and formation of response groups

Disaster preparedness and response capacity building of the local
communities including men and women

Preparedness of local level disaster management plans and linking
those plans with the district level plans

Capacity building of the local government officials / elected
representatives

Capacity building of the civil society organizations and activists in
disaster management planning / preparedness
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e CCB Formation at the local community level to participate in the
local community development endeavors

5.4.4 - Sustainable Livelihoods

Community Development:

e Mobilization and organization of the local communities and
developing their capacities for sustainable livelihoods and natural
resource management

e Introduction of drought resistance food crops and the capacity
building of the communities for the cultivation of those crops

e Development of alternative livelihoods including modernization
and marketing of Pesh work, modernizing and marketing of local
Brahvi, Sindhi and Balochi embroidery

e Community based development and management of health and
education facilities

e Pilot plantation of olive and other beneficial trees in district Khuzdar

5.4.5 - Advocacy and Lobbying:

e Advocacy with the Union Council, tehsil and district government
for the preparation of disaster management plans

e Engagement with the local government by preparation of
participatory District Disaster Management Plan with the help of
civil society [ for example, preparation of alternative civil society
draft of District disaster management and creating ownership and
acceptance of the same draft with the district government

e Advocacy with the provincial government for the development of
provincial disaster management plans and framework and
implementation of the same framework

e Advocacy with the government at district as well as provincial level
for the sustaining livelihoods of the local communities by
encouraging and facilitating alternative livelihoods, sustainable,
effective and efficient use of water , land and other natural resources
in Khuzdar and other district of Balochistan
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Community based research initiatives for local level and indigenous
drought resistance mechanisms, sustainable livelihoods and
community based management of natural resources

Drought Update

Well distributed and above normal rainfall was recorded in Monsoon (Jul-Sep) 2006 and
Winter(Jan-Mar) 2007 seasons. Positive hydro-meteorological regime contributed in
cessation of drought conditions and improving the water situation in the country.

Analysis of meteorological data and global & regional weather patterns depict that during
coming months, relatively drier conditions with higher than average temperatures are
expected in southern parts of country indicating the likelihood of emerging of drought
in western Balochistan.
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
